This writ petition is filed to call for the records in Memo No. 761/F2/82-2 Government of A.P., Social Welfare Department dt. 3-7-84 (ii) in SRA Nos. 69/78, 71/78, 72/78, 73/78 and 74/78 on the file of the Agent to Government, West Godavari, Eluru and (iii) SR Nos. 6, 8, 9, 10, 12, of 1978 on the file of the Special deputy Collector, Tribal Welfare, Eluru and to quash the orders of respondents 1 to 3 ejecting the petitioner form the lands.
