Petition under article 226 of the Constitution of India praying that the circumstances stated in the affidavit filed herein the High Court will be please to issue a writ of mandamus or any other appropriate writ or order or direction declaring the in action on the part of R.1 and R.2 in notifying the revenue village in Appapur as the H.Qrts. and the 7 other Chenchu hamlets as art of it, as recommended by the District Collector Mahaboobnagar, in his proposal dated 3-8-98 as unconstitutional and illegal and consequently direct the respondents 1 and 2 to implement the proposals sent by the District Administration forthwith.

THE HON’BLE SRI JUSTICE N.V.RAMANA

W.P.No.3799 of 2002

ORDER:

The Writ Petition is filed seeking a writ of mandamus to declare the inaction on the part of the respondent Nos. 1 and 2 in notifying the Revenue village Appapur as the Headquarters and the other Chenchu hamlets as part of it, as recommended by the District Collector, Mahaboobnagar in his proposal dt.3.8.1998 as illegal and unconstitutional and consequently direct the respondent Nos.1 and 2 to implement the proposals sent by the District Administration forthwith.


It is the case of the petitioner that he is the President of the Village Tribal Development Agency (V.T.D.A.), that the Integrated Tribal Development Authority has formed the V.T.D.A.  As in their village to strive for the development and expose the cause of tribals, that many of the hamlets fall within the schedule area, that while notifying the villages and hamlets under the District Formation Act, the officers did not conduct proper survey of the interior hamlets, that the hamlets an inhabited by 100% chenchus and fall within the schedule area, that while notifying the villages and hamlets under the District Formation Act, the officers did not conduct proper survey of the interior hamlets, that the hamlets are inhabited by 100% chenchus and fall in the schedule area but are shown as part of Lingala Revenue village, that the said Lingala Village is not within the schedule area and as such the chenchus residing in the said village are not getting any benefits, that pursuant for the representation made by the chenchu community leaders, the 3rd respondent by letter No.28/3887/93, dt. 3.8.1998 has submitted proposals to the 2nd respondent for declaration of notified hamlets as separate revenue villages in Lingal & Amrabad Mandals, Nagarkurnool division, Mahaboobnagar district, but the 2nd respondent has not passed any orders, that subsequently on 19.11.2001 the villagers of the said villages made a representation to the 2nd respondent to protect their rights by issuing favourable orders in this regard, but, no orders are passed by the 2nd respondent so far and hence the petitioner filed the present Writ Petition.


Heard the learned counsel for the Petitioner as well as the learned Government Pleader for Revenue.


Having regard to the facts and circumstances of the case, I direct the 2nd respondent to consider the proposals sent by the 3rd respondent on 3.8.1998 and also the representation made by the villagers on 19.11.2001 and he shall pass appropriate orders thereon in accordance with law, expeditiously, preferably within a period of three months from the date of receipt of this order.


The Writ Petition is accordingly disposed of No costs.

AFFIDAVIT OF THE PETITIONER


I, T.Guravaiah son of Malliah aged about 30 years resident of Appapur, Lingala Revenue Village, Lingala Mandal Mahaboobnagar District having temporarily come down to Hyderabad do hereby solemnly and sincerely affirm and state as follows.

1. I respectfully submit that I am the President of the Petitioner-village Tribal Development Agency (VTDA) and as a such I am well acquainted with the facts of the case and I am authorised to file this petition on behalf of the local Chenchu Tribals.

2. I respectfully submit that I am filing this Writ Petition complaining against the inaction on the part of respondents 1 and 2 in declaring the revenue Village Appapur with 7 hamlets inhabitated by Chenchus though final reports are furnished in the year 1988 by the District Administration.

3. I respectfully submit that the Nallamala Forests is inhabitated mostly by the most primitive tribal groups (PTG) popularly known as Penta or Gudems.  The I.T.D.A. has formed V.T.D.As. in our village to strive for the development and expose the cause of Tribals and hence we have locus standi to file the Writ Petition. I submit that many of these hamlets, fall within the schedule area.  However, while notifying the villages and hamlets under the District Formation Act, the Officers did not conduct proper survey of these interior hamlets. These hamlets are inhabitated by 100% Chenchus and fall in the schedule area but are shown as part of Lingala Revenue village.  This revenue village is not within the schedule area and the benefits to the chenchus residing within the schedule area but which are shown as part of revenue village which is outside the schedule area are not getting any benefits.  Several Officers not taken note of this.  Pursuant to the representations by our Community Elders and good intentioned voluntary organisations, revenue forest officials conducted a survey and identified certain chenchu Pentas.  A detailed report was furnished. The Central Govt. guidelines are also not followed at all.

4. I respectfully submit that pursuant to this the Dist. Collector, Mahaboobnagar submitted a final proposal dated 3-8-1998. Pursuant to this representation the respondents 1 & 2 ought to have taken final steps under the District Formation Act, 1974 and rules framed therein.  However, the authorities did not take any steps during the last four years; we made several representations to the Government but Officers did not respondent in the name of elections and Janmaboomi, extremists menace etc.

5. I respectfully submit that we are being denied all the benefits which accrue to the tribal inhabitants of schedule area because we are shown part of Lingala Revenue Village whose Hd. Quarters is outside the schedule area though we reside within the schedule area.  No benefits from the I.T.D.A. and other centrally sponsored claims are reaching us.  The Constitution Protections enshrined in the 5th and 6th schedule and various laws and regulations framed by the law makers have not been put into action in our case which is because the authorities have committed a mistake and not rectified it.  I submit that this is gross violation of the constitution mandate.  The State Government and the Central Government have launched many schemes for improving living conditions of the tribal inhabitants and the schedule areas.  But they are not being given to us because we are not legally part of the revenue village whose H.qrts. is within the schedule area.  This could have been corrected by the authorities as the particulars have been already submitted by the District Administration.  The inaction on the part of Respondents 1 & 2 is nothing but arbitrary and illegal and violative of Article 14 and 21 of Constitution of India.

6. I submit that unless this Honourable Court intervenes, the authorities will not act further.  I submit that we made representations several times, the last one being in November, 2001 but still the authorities have not acted. 

7. Hence, we are before this Honourable Court for justice.

8. In these circumstances, we have no other efficacious alternative remedy except to invoke the extraordinary jurisdiction of this Honourable Court under Article 226 the constitution of India for redressal of our genuine grievances.

9. I further submit that we have not filed any Writ Petition, suit or initiated other proceeding in respect of the subject matter of the present Writ Petition.

10. In these circumstances:-

It is therefore humbly prayed that this Honourable Court may be pleased to issue a Writ of Mandamus or any other appropriate Writ of order or direction, declaring the actin on the part of respondents 1 and 2 in notifying the revenue village in Appapur as the Head Quarters and 7 other Chenchu hamlets as part of it, as recommended by the District Collector, Mahaboobnagar, in his proposal dated 3-8-1998 as unconstitutional and illegal and consequently direct the respondents 1 and 2 to implement the proposals sent by the District Administration forthwith and pass such order or further orders as are deemed fit.

11. It is further prayed that this Honourable Court may be pleased to direct respondents 1 & 2 to issue preliminary notification s per the District Formation Act, 1974 and the rules therein to declare Appapur as Revenue Village as proposed by the District Administration and pass such or further orders as deemed fit.

The “Rasul Cheruvu” is in the scheduled area of Mahaboobnagar District.  P.O., ITDA Srisailam in his  proceedings cited above released some amount to drop fish seed in this tank for the benefit of Chenchus.  But one fisherman Cooperative Society of Kondanagula Reg.4/72,  prevented the tribals from entering into the tank.

To allow the enjoyment of non-tribals by any government department is against the APSA LTR 59 & 70.  I enclose here with the copy of instructions of CTW to District Collector, Khammam to take action against the FDC plantations in Khammam District and the copy of the G.O. distributing these plantations to tribals.

I request you to persuade District collector, Mahaboobnagar to take up immediate action to evict the fishermen Societies and kindly monitor the developments till the Chenchus rights and enjoyment is ensured.

ORDER:

In the reference 1st cited the Collector Mahabubnagar submitted proposals for conversion of 8 hamelets (Chenchu Pentas) viz 1. Appapur Prnta 2.  Pullaipally Penta 3. Rampur Penta 4. Bowrapuram Cheruvu 5. Earla Penta 6. Medimalkala Penta 7. Sangadigundala and 8. Bikki Penta (All in Agency Area) of Lingala Mandal in to a separate Revenue Village with Appapur as Headquarters and for tagging on to Amrabad Mandal by delinking it from Lingal Mandal.


Sri T. Guruvaiah S/o. Mallaiah amd other villagers (Tribals of Lingala Mandal of Nagar Kurnool Division Mahabubnagar District have requested for declaring the 23 hamlets (Chenchu Pentas) as Revenue villages in order to enjoy the benefits given by the Government under different Acts in their representation 3rd cited.


The proposals of the Collector Mahabunagar were referred to the principal Chief Conservator of Forests, A.P., Hyderbad in the reference 2nd cited and he was requested to offer his views and opinion in the matter, as all these hamlets are existing in the Reserve Forest blocks Lingal I & II.

In the meanwhile one Sri T. Guruvaiah S/o. Mallaiah president Village Tribal Development Agency has filed Writ Petition No. 3799/2002, requesting the Hon’ble High Court to issue a writ of mandamus or any other writ or order or direction declaring the inaction on the part of Government of A.P., represented by its Special Secretary (Revenue) Department Hyderabad and Commissioner Land Revenue, A.P., Hyderabad in notifying the Revenue Village with Appapur as the head quarters and the (7) other Chenchu Hamlets as part of it, as recommended by the District Collector Mahabubnagar in his proposals dt. 3-8-98 as unconstitutional and illegal and consequently direct the respondents i.e, Govt. of A.P. and the Commissioner of Land Revenue to implement the proposals sent by the District Collector forth with


The Hon’ble Court at the stage of admission itself has passed the following orders in the above said Writ Petition filed by Sri T. Guruvaiah “Having regard to the facts and circumstances of the case I direct the 2nd respondent (CCLA) to consider the proposals sent by the 3rd respondent (Collector Mahabubnagar) on  3-8-1998 and also the representation made by the villagers on 19-11-2001 and he shall pass appropriate orders there on accordance with law, expeditiously, prederably within a period of three months from the date of receipt of this order”.

In the meanwhile Sri T. Guravaiah field contempt case no. 1357/2003 dated: 20.3.2003 in the Hon’ble High Court in W. P. No. 3799/2002 in pursuance of which counter affidavit was filed in CCLA in Lr. No. C2/572/2002 dt: 5.5.2003 requesting extension of time till 31.12.2003 for implementation of the orders the Hon’ble High Court as no changes in administrative units can be made in view of provisions of the delimitation Act 2002.

The Government in their D. O. Letter in the reference 4th cited informed that Government of India have enacted the delimitation Act 2002 and that Delimitation Commission has been set up under the Provisions of the said act and that the Commission instructed that there should not be any changes in the administrative units in vogue as on 1.8.2002 till the completion of the delimitation process. Keeping this in view the request made in the representation dated 19.11.2001 of Sri. T. Guruvaiah and others and the proposals of the Collector, Mahabubnagar dated 3.8.1998 for change of the Chenchu Pentas in to Revenue villages and tagging these villages to Amrabad Mandal by delinking from Lingala Mandal are hereby deferred, pending completion of the work of the Delimitation Commission.
