AFFIDAVIT FILED ON BEHALF OF THE PETITIONER

I. Dr. P. Sivaramakrishna S/o Late Venkatanarasaiah, Hindu, aged about 52 years. Director, SAKTI, a Voluntary Social Organisation, resident of Hyderabad; do hereby solemnly and sincerely affirm and state as follows :

1. I am the Director of the Petitioner organisation and as such I am well acquainted with the facts of the case. I am authorised to file this affidavit on behalf of petitioner organisation. I am filing this petition representing the interest of public in general and tribes people living in Adilabad District in particular.

2.         I submit that I did research in tribal songs of Andhra Pradesh tribes and submitted my thesis to the Osmania University and I was awarded the Degree of Doctor of Philosophy in Telugu in 1982. During my research study, I found that the tribal people are exploited by non-tribes in many ways and fruits of various governmental schemes are not being enjoyed by them. The tribal people, who are mostly illiterate are not aware of their rights under various protective legislations enacted for their benefit. Hence I thought of uplifting them from their deprived and depraved state. That idea took shape in the formation of an association and it was named as SAKTI (Search for Action and Knowledge through Tribal Initiative). The said organisation was registered as a Society under Societies Registration Act, 1860 on 25-2-1985 and was given registration No.76 of   1985    I   submit  that  the   office   of  the   said   organisation   is   located   at Rampachodavarm and its activities extend to Scheduled areas of entire State in general and Khammam, West Godavari and East Godavari districts in particular. The  main  objectives  of the  said  Organisation  is the  upliftment  of tribes, maintenance of ecological balance, protection of environment, prevention of illegal land transfers etc. The said organisation is being financially supported by the International and national organisations like OXFAM INDIA TRUST etc. It extends its organisational support to Integrated Tribal Development Agency and other   Governmental   and   non-governmental   organisations   working   in   the scheduled areas. The locus standi of the Petitioners to maintain a Writ Petition in the interest of the Tribes and for protection of ecology was upheld by a Division Bench of this Hon'ble Court in a decision rendered in W.P.N0.11136 of 1990 dated 3-4-1992, reported in 1992 (2) ALT 514.

3.        I submit that the 7th respondent, in order to extract coal deposits, wanted to open a new mine called "Khairguda Open Cast Project" in Bellampalli region covering    the    villages    of    Bordhan    and    Pedakunta    under    Devaiguda Grampanchayat of Tiryani Mandal, Adilabad District. The 2nd respondent initiated land acquisition proceedings covering patta land belonging to the tribals.   The said land falls within the Scheduled Area of the State of Andhra Pradesh. In the said villages two tribal communities of "Rajgond" and "Kolams" eke out their livelihood by agricultural operations and by selling minor forest produce collected from the forest.   More than 500 acres of patta land of the said tribals is being acquired and more than 300 families are being affected by the present Project. There is one Vattivagu Reservior within the Devaiguda Grampanchayat and in view of the Project, the channel leading to the reservoir is also being diverted to near the Khairguda village.  The tribals are agitated by such diversion as they apprehend that their houses would be inundated.  No compensation is being offered to them for the submerged houses as they are not acquired under the Land Acquisition Act. In Khairguda Village, there are nearly 20 families who are likely to lose the houses. There is no effective rehabilitation package prepared for the purpose of rehabilitation of the displaced and affected tribal population in view of the Project.

4. I submit that the 1st respondent notified a "National Policy on Resettlement and Rehabilitation for Project Affected Families, 2003, and it is applicable to all the project affected families. The "Project" was defined as a Project displacing 500 families or more enmasse in plain areas and 250 families or more enmasse in hilly areas, DDP blocks, areas mentioned in Schedule V and Schedule VI of Constitution of India as a result of acquisition of land for any project. The "Project Affected Family" is also defined as meaning "a family/person whose place of residence or other properties or source of livelihood are substantially affected by the process of acquisition of land for the "Project" and they have been residing for the last 3 years preceeding the date of declaration. An elaborate procedure for appointment of an Administrator, his functions and duties were specified in the said policy. Chapter V of the said policy provides for Schemes/Plans for the Settlement and Rehabilitation. Chapter VI deals with the benefits for the project affected families. A National Monitoring Cell is also envisaged for implementation of the National Policy. The said policy was published in the Gazzettee of India dated 17.2.04 and it appears that the respondents 2 to 7 have not taken note of the existence of such a policy as the proceedings for Khairguda Open Cast Project have commenced much prior to the publication of the said National Policy. It also appears that the respondents 2 to 7 have not taken the approvals from the concerned departments of Ministry of Environment and Social Welfare before grounding the project. I submit that the petitioner brought to the notice of the respondents about the existence of the National Policy and its implementation by letters dated 30.4.04 and 25.5.04, but no response has been received so far.

5 I submit that the 2nd respondent has issued several notifications acquiring the land and W.P. No. 8905 of 2001 was filed challenging the notification issued U/s. 4(1) of the Land Acquisition of Act dated 13.3.2001 by some 8 tribals and the same was allowed on 17.4.2003 by a learned Single Judge of this Hon'ble Court. Against the said Writ Petition, W.A. No. 12841/03 was filed and the same is pending in this Hon'ble Court. Apart from the above some individual tribals have also filed W.P.Nos.6395/04, 6396/04, 5734/04, and 5735/04 and interim orders of status quo were granted in those Writ Petitions.  I submit that in those Writ Petitions, the National Policy on Resettlement and Rehabilitation for Project Affected Families, 2003 was not at all raised and no discussion took place. The present Writ Petition is intended for providing for proper resettlement for the project affected tribal families. In the absence of proper rehabilitation package, the tribal families will be socially and financially affected. In fact some tribals have made representations to the petitioner organisation seeking the use of its good offices for the said purpose. It is therefore just and necessary to issue directions by this Hon'ble Court, to implement the National Policy on Resettlement and Rehabilitation for Projected Affected Families 2003 in the case of Khairguda Open Cast Project also. I submit that non preparation of a package for the project affected families is violative of Article 21 of the Constitution of India.

6. I further submit that the Hon'ble Supreme Court of India in the decision reported in Samata Vs. State of A.P. (AIR 1997 SC 3297) categorically stated that before granting lease it would be obligatory for the State Government to obtain the concurrence of the Central Government and also further stated that the administration of the project should include necessary expenditure for Afforestation and maintenance of ecology in the Scheduled Areas, maintenance of roads and communication facilities where the operation has impact, establishment of schools for imparting free education at primary and secondary level and providing vocational training to the tribals to enable them to be qualified, competent and confident in pursuit of employment, providing employment to the tribals according to their qualifications establishment of hospitals and camps for proceeding free medical aid and treatment construction of houses for tribals etc., It appears from the several proceedings, that these factors are not being taken note of while going ahead with the commencement of the project and taking up the mining activity.

7. I submit that this Hon'ble Court modified the interim orders by further orders dated 30.4.04 in W.A. No. 1548/04 enabling the 7th respondent to proceed further in order to resume the legitimate activity of mining. The respondents are proceeding with the further steps without a clear cut rehabilitation package to the Project Affected Tribal Families. It is therefore just and necessary that the Hon'ble Court may be pleased to direct the respondents to publish a Resettlement and Rehabilitation Package for the tribal affected families keeping in view the policy of the 1st respondent, pending disposal of the above writ petition. 

8.  I submit that we have no other alternate effective remedy except to invoke the extraordinary jurisdiction of this Hon’ble court under Article 226 of the Constitution of India. We have not filed any suit and no proceeding is pending for the relief prayed herein.

For all the aforesaid reasons it is therefore prayed that this Hon'ble Court may be pleased to issue any appropriate Writ, Order or Direction more particularly one in the nature of Writ of Mandamus directing the respondents to prepare a Resettlement and Rehabilitation Package for the Project Affected Families of Khairguda Open Cast Project of the 7th respondent in the light of the National Policy of Resettlement and Rehabilitation for projected Affected Families 2003 and the decision of the Hon'ble Supreme Court reported in AIR 1997 SC 3297 and implement the same within a time frame and pending disposal of the above Writ Petition to direct the respondents to prepare and publish the Resettlement and Rehabilitation Package for the project affected families of Khairguda Open Cast Project in Bellampalli Region of Adilabad District and pass such other orders as this Hon'ble Court deem fit and proper in the circumstances of the case.

Petition under Section 151 of CPC praying the High Court to direct the possession of the lands to be given to the Appellants, pending W.A.No.1284 of 2003 on the file of the High Court.

The Petition coming on for hearing, upon perusing the petition and the affidavit filed in support thereof and the order of the High Court dated 1-5-2001 made in WPMP NO.11307 of 2001, and upon hearing the arguments of Mr.K.Srinivasa Murthy, Advocate for the Petitioner and of Mr.E.Madan Mohan Rao, Advocate for the Respondents 1 to 8, and of the G.P. for Revenue for the Respondents No.9 to 13.

The Court made the following Order:

ORDER: (Per Hon’ble Sri Justice B.Sudershan Reddy)


We have elaborately heard the learned standing counsel for the appellant – Singareni Collieries Co. Ltd. as well as the learned counsel appearing on behalf of the respondents/writ petitioners.


This is a case where the court is required to balance the competing interest of the appellant company as well as the respondents/writ petitioners who are tribals.  Both of them have invoked the doctrine of public interest in support of their respective contentions.


The appellant had undertaken to open a new mining area called “Khairguda Open Cast Project” for which nearly Acs.830.00 of land is to be acquired.  The need for opening up the Project has arisen on account of the harsh reality that existing mines are getting depleted of their resources and new mines have to be opened in order to meet the demands of the various projects that are coming up as a part of the industrialization climate that has set in our State of Andhra Pradesh.  It is thus clear that the decision of the appellant Company is in the best public interest.


That the component of approximately Acs.898.00 of land is required by the appellant company for opening of a new mining area and the details of the land are as follows:

(i) Government Land

There is no dispute whatsoever that the appellant company had already taken possession comprising Acs.150.00 of Government land out of which Acs.93.00 comprising the Government assigned lands.  It had already obtained the necessary elearance from the various authorities.  As far as the Forest authorities Acs.346.00 land is concerned, the Forest authorities are about to formally handover the possession after taking possession of the trees found in the land by making possession of the trees found in the land by making necessary operations of felling the trees as per the provisions of the Forest Act.  The controversy surrounds around the patta land of Acs.186.00 of which nearly Acs.90.00 of land have already taken possession by the appellant company.


In the affidavit field before us, the appellant company in clear and categorical terms started that it is bound and earnestly interested in complying with the provisions of G.O.Ms.No.64, dated 18.04.1990, which deals with the rehabilitation package.


It is further started that unless possession of the lands belonging to the respondents is taken, further mining activity cannot be carried out for the extraction of the Coal and reaching the targets by the end of March, 2005.  It is also stated that the appellant Company had already given a solemn undertaking to abide by the provisions of G.O.Ms.No.64 dated 18.04.1990, not only in this Court but before all the authorities.


We have perused the proceedings of the Project Officer, Integrated Tribal Deveopment Agency, Utnoor, Adilabad District, addressed to the Director of Tribal Welfare, Hyderabad, dated 14.03.2004, which inter alia reveals that the scheduled tribe land loosers (respondents herein) under the Khairguda open cast project, have themselves opted to settle on 10 to 12 villages of Tiryani and Asifabad Mandals and they have selected the lands.  The committee members have visited the selected sites and the purchase of land is under process.


The said letter dated 14.03.2004 inter alia refers to the letter addressed by the General Manager, Singareni Collieries Company Limited, dated 05.01.2004, requesting the District Collector, Adilabad, for constituting the land purchase committee for purchasing the required lands to provide tribal land oustees through the land purchase committee in addition to land compensation as per G.O.Ms.No.64 S.W.(T) Dept., Dated 18.04.1990.  Accordingly the District Collector, Adilabad had already constituted the land purchase committee vide proceedings No.A5/135/2004, dated 22.01.2004 and 01.03.2004.


In the circumstances, the appellant as well as the respondents No.9, 10, 11, 12 & 13 are directed to expedite the process of purchase of the land since the lands have already been selected by the tribals for themselves.  The process in this regard shall be completed within a period of eight weeks from the date of copy of this order to further rehabilitate the tribals in terms of G.O.Ms.No.64 S.W.(T) dated 18.04.1990, which shall put into motion so as to accccommodate all the respondents / writ petitioners and so that the rehabilitation package is effectively to be completed within a period of four months from today.


In the light of the undertaking given by the appellant company herein and the proceedings dated 14.03.2004 and in the light of the fact that the respondents / writ petitioners are no more in possession of the land, we consider it appropriate to modify the interim order earlier granted by this Court enabiling the appellant company to proceed further so that it can resume its legitimate activity of mining.  However, such taking of possession and its mining operations are subject to the conditions incorporated in this order referred to herein above and such further directions that may be issued by this court from time to time.


Post this W.A.M.P. for further appropriate directions on 12-07-2004.


By the next date of posting the appellant Company herein shall file the additional affidavit duly stating the details of developments pursuant to this order of ours.
