COUNTER AFFIDAVIT FILED BY THE RESPONDENT NO. 4

I,C.V. Rama Murthy ,S/o Venkata Rao, aged about 55 years, Resident of Dowlaiswaram, E.G.District, do hereby solemnly and sincerely affirm and state on oath as follows:

1. I am the Superintending Engineer, Construction Circle (Indira Sagar Left Canal Circle), Dowlaiswaram, E.G.District and I am the 4th respondent herein, as such T am well acquainted with the facts of the case. I have read the Affidavit filed by the petitioners herein in support of Writ Petitioner, and here by deny all the allegations/ averments made therein except that those are specifically admitted hereunder and there is no valid grounds for interference of this Hon'ble Court under Article 226 of the Constitution of India.

2. It is submitted that the Bhupathipalem Reservoir is -a Medium Irrigation Scheme proposed across Seethapalli Vagu in the village limits of Bhupathipalem of Rampachodavaram mandal, to irrigate an ayacut of 23086 Ac. and to supply drinking water to 45 villages benefiting about 56,000 people. Out of the above Ac 23086 of ayacut 15720 Ac is in Tribal Area. The numbers of Tribal villages that will be benefited are 42 villages. It is first Medium Irrigation Project of its kind, in the state where the major stake holders are Tribals. When the major stake holders are tribals, the Director SHAKTI a Voluntary social organization, working for the upliftment of the Tribal people has to give support for the construction of the project. Instead, the organization is creating obstacles for the construction of the project by filing Writ Petitions before Hon'ble High Court with some vested interests in the disguise of Tribal Welfare.

3. It is submitted that the location of the project was finalized only after extensive investigation duly observing the merits and demerits. The CWPC has also given clearance for the construction of the project at the said site in its 75th meeting held on 18-12-2000.

4. It is submitted that Section - 242 (F) of part VI-A of A.P.P.R. Act is not inconsistent with the provisions of Section 4(1) of Panchayat Raj (Extention to Schedule Areas) Act, 1996.
Section 4(i) of Panchayat Raj (Extention to Schedule Areas) Act, 1996 prescribes that Grampanchayat OR Gramsabha shall be consulted at appropriate level, accordingly 242(F) of A. P.P.R.Act has provided for consultation at Mandal parishad level. Government of India vide its D.O.Lr.No.12011/32/5/98 LRD - Ministry of Rural Development has requested that when more than one village is affected panchayat bodies, at intermediate level or District level shall be consulted. In this present case lands have to be acquired, 3 villages at the project site and 42 scheduled villages in the canal areas, hence District Administration called for meetings of Mandal Parishad Presidents also for consultation. Government of Andhra Pradesh vide its memo No.22836/LA(A2)/99, Revenue (LA) Dept., dated 10.01.2001 has informed all District Collectors that Gramasabhas or Grampanchayats shall be duly consulted for Land Acquisition in schedule areas.  The guidelines on such consultation were given by Govt of India in its letter DO. No.Leg 12011/32/5/98-LRD-Ministry of Rural Areas and Employment, Ministry of Rural Development, New Delhi
to consult the Grampanchayats OR Gramsabhas for Land Acquisition. The District Administration called for meetings. Out of 45 villages in schedule area 43 villages have given their consent for Land acquisition through Gram Sabhas. The Mandal Parishad, Rampachodavaram in which the said submersion villages are situated has passed a resolution unanimously for the construction of the project. The Mandal Parishad, Gangavaram mandal has also passed a resolution unanimously for the construction of the project. All the submersion villagers and beneficial villagers were addressed to give their opinion about the project. All the 42 beneficial Tribal village Panchayats have passed resolutions for immediate construction of the project. Even Kothapakalu & Bhupathipalem (two villages said to be submerged) Panchayats have also passed resolutions for construction of the project and both the villages have entered into an agreement with the Collector on R & R package.

4. It is submitted that the petitioner himself referred the National Policy on R&R for project affected families "2003" and claimed that Bhupathipalem Project involves displacement of 264 families in 4 villages is not correct. It is clearly mentioned in NPRR 03, that R&R package is applicable for projects displacing 500 families or more en mass in plain areas and 250 families or more en mass in hilly areas only. But in this case the number of families affected would be 65 nos. only covered in two villages (15 numbers in Bhupathipalem village and 50 nos .in Gandhinagaram village). As per NPRR 03, there is no need for preparation and implementation of R&R package. But considering the status of the families effected, R&R is prepared and submitted to Ministry of Tribal affairs, Government of India vide Chief Engineer, Investigation Letter No.EE/IV/DEE.II/AE.II/484/96, dt. 10-8-2002 and an amount of Rs.353 lakhs was deposited with Project Officer, I.T.D.A., Rampachodavaram during 7/2004 itself for implementation of R&R package duly following the orders passed by the Hon'ble High Court in other W.P.No.8476/2001.

5. It is submitted that the contention of the petitioners that the reservoir extends in an area of 766 Acres effecting 4 villages is not correct. Due to the construction of the project only 458.26Ac (133.77 Ac of Patta Land, 158.93 Ac of Private Land and 165.56 Ac of Government Land) covered in two villages i.e., Bhupathipalem & Gandhinagaram will be effected in addition to 444 Ac of Forest Land. Hence, a total 902.26 Ac of land will be covered in two villages only including Forest Land of 444 Acs. Only one village i.e. Bhupathipalem consisting of 15 families will completely be submerged and only the lands of Gandhinagaram will be effected. Except above two villages, no other villages are being affected under the project. Further the Land Acquisition Officer and Revenue Divisional Officer, Rampachodavaram has acquired 205.05 Ac land and handed over to the Irrigation Department as detailed below.

7. It is submitted that a balance of 129.38 Ac of Patta land is to be acquired in   Gandhinagaram village. For which several meetings were conducted by the District Collector, R.D.O. and Irrigation Officials on 13-2-04, 16-8-04, 27-8-04, 1-9-04, 28-9-04, 24-10-04, 24-11-04 and on 9-12-04 at Gandhinagaram village for obtaining their consent. A letter vide No.467 M, Dt.29-11-2004 was also addressed  to  Sarpanch,  Geddada by  the  Executive  Engineer, Musurumalli Project Division of Dowlaiswaram in this'regard But as the department has not received any response from the villagers so the Collector has issued notice under Sec.4 of L.A. Act vide part II Para 2.1 of Sec.4 of Clause (i) of Provision of the Panchayat (Extension of Scheduled Area) Act 1996. The Draft Notification was issued on 3-2-2005 and was published in newspapers on 4-2-2005. It is submitted that no Criminal Cases were booked against the Tribals and 2nd Petitioner when they demanded R&R package. Criminal cases have been booked in Crime No.57/2004 U/s. 353, 352,  506, 290, read with 34 IPC against the 2nd petitioner and other tribals on 15.08.2004 of Gandhinagaram village as they have obstructed and assaulted Deputy Executive Engineer, Musurumilli Project Sub-Division-III and his staff, and  equipment were taken away when they were conducting land survey in the area. Again a case was booked against petitioner No.2 and others on 30.11.2004 in Crime No.86/2004, U/s.353 and 506 IPC. When Deputy Executive Engineer and his staff were threatened and prevented from conducting of survey work. On 10.12.2004 again the tribals of Gandhinagaram have threatened and prevented Executive Engineer of Musurumilli Project Division and his staff were threatened and prevented from conducting survey in the area hence a case is again booked in Cr.no. 89/2004. Inspite of re-conciliatory approach of the District Administration, tribals have prevented survey work in the area, inorder to protect the Officials and to restrain the tribals cases were filed, but the petitioners have wrongly represented to the Hon'ble Court stating that cases were booked when they demanded R&R package. It may be noticed that District Collector has announced R&R package on 15.10.2004 which is much before than the dates of booking later two cases. It is submitted that respondents are not at all dealt the matter in a high handed manner. In fact the respondents have been trying all kinds of conciliatory methods of consultation through officials, NGOs and people representatives, and a very good R&R has been evolved for project affected people ((PAF) in consultation with Project Affected Families of Bhupathipalem, Kothapakalu and Gandhinagaram people. In fact, the 2nd petitioner himself participated in two such meetings in Gandhinagaram village with Joint Collector, during which he has demanded land to land for the lands coming under submergence and the same has been incorporated into R&R package. Thus it is a clear lie to state that the respondents have shown dis-regard to provisions of law. Respondents have never tried to evict the Project Affected Families from their villages, on the other hand Kothapakalu Project Affected Families (30 in number) have been taken to the re-settlement zone and shown the area of resettlement also. District Collector has assured the Project Affected Families' that only after resettlement of Project Affected Families water will be impounded in the Project Reservoir. Government has already deposited an amount of Rs.353.00 lakhs with Project Officer, ITDA, Rampachodavaram to implement R&R Package.

 8. It is further submitted that the work is grounded in the Government Land and in the lands that were handed over to the Department. It is programmed to complete the project by 6/06 and the foundation work before the onset of monsoon season. An amount of Rs.908.53 lakhs was incurred till 31.1.2005 and the work is already grounded and is in brisk progress.   Worth of Rs.300 lakhs work has been completed. If the work is stopped the construction program will be delayed by another year which will lead to escalation of prices incurring heavy loss to the Government and there by further delaying the Tribal Welfare which was said to be the main motto of the petitioners. 

9. It is further submitted that two residents namely Parada Laxmi and Kurram    Rajamani    resident    of   Gandhinagaram    Village    filed W.P.No.23707/04questioning the action of the respondent i.e., the department herein in going ahead with the works of Bhupathipalem Reservoir.   The above W.P. was closed after filing the counter on 28-01-2005. 

It is submitted that water will not be impounded in the project till the implementation of R&R package is completed. 

For the reasons stated above, it is prayed that this Hon'ble Court pleased to dismiss the Writ Petition No. and pass such other order or orders as this Hon'ble Court may deem fit and proper in the circumstances of the case.

9. It is decided to construct a school and a temple in the premises of the colony given as

10. It is decided to give right of fishing in reservoir to the co-operative society formed with the people whoare displaced under submersion.

11. It is agreed to pay Rs.2,000 for each tribal family and one side transportation facilities, through ITDA truck for shilling of the families of displaced persons to the colonies constructed alternatively.

12. It is agreed to give Rs.6,000/- for each tribal family of displaced persons under  

      productive- PVG grant.

13. It is agreed to give either Rs,7,000/- per acre for the development of alternative land   

      given against submerged land or the land is to be developed by ITDA before given.

14. It is agreed to issue ANTYODAYA ANNA YUJANA card for each displaced tribal

  family.

15. It is decided to give Rs.1200/- for Animanl  Husbandry to the displaced personswho have animals.

16. It is decided to give Rs.600/- to each family of displaced persons for “smokeless stove”.

17. It is decided to pay Rs.1000/- as thrift grant for each woman family owner of displaced persons.

It is decided to organize the above said rehabilitation programme by P.O. ITDA as representative of District Collector keeping in view of the special circumstances faced by the tribal displaced persons and observing the benefits to the tribals due to construction of reservoir, after several discussions held at different times between tribals and district official machinery in the wake of representations given by the tribal villagers of Bhupathipalem Reservoir submersion villagers. It is decided to implement rehabilitation package by district machinery duly adding some a additional facilities in this rehabilitation package.  This rehabilitation package in applicable to the only displaced persons relating to Kothapakala village which is submerged village under Bhupathipalem Reservoir.

We don't have use with this Project. You are seeing 100 persons benefit at the cost of 10 persons. We can't go any where leaving this village. We don't loose our traditions.

Medakam Allu Dora, Gandhinagaram:-

We have been fighting against this Project since long back. We have no comfort with this Project. You get pension whereas we don't. We do not want Reservoir. Now we are getting the fruits from the trees. That have grown from our childhood. My children may or may not look after me. But surely my plants will develop me. I don't leave my village and my lands what ever you offer.

Paravada Lakshmi, Gandhinagaram :-

I have come unto the officials, but the officials did not come unto us to here our Plight. This is the first time of coining of officials unto us. If we leave this village we will become worthless. Construct the Project having killed us.

Madakam Sambanna Dora, Gandhinagaram :-

We have been fighting not to construct it for 20 Years. Your Ideas are un necessary to us. Don't bring difficulties to us. Don't construct the Reservoir. Don't take our lives.

After hearing the personal grievances of the above four villages the Collector has

 said. Government does not administrate just for four villages. Keeping in view of the region we provide benefit to 100 persons. Duly compensating the loss sustained by the members within extent. So many reforms have taken place regarding compensation of loss. Packages will be implemented so that the displaced persons. Will get full benefit. We implement here also the same moral as is done in case of major projects. Some villages may face troubles. We have identified it. We will bring to the notice of government what you have said. We have abundantly compensate the losses we have sustained. We provide all the facilities what you are enjoying, but at another place. Our thrust is to bring utilization of Seetha Palli Vagu .water with out any waste. We make arrangements to here your opinions to the government. The government will construct the project if it desires, though we rejects. In the circumstances we should benefited by expressing our demands. Think among yourselves and tells us later.

The Collector has concluded the meeting.

MINUTES OF THE MEETING ON BHUPATHIPALEM RESERVOIR

Held on 27-8-2004.
At Revenue Divisional Office,

Rumpachocluvarum. 2-30 p.m.

The Collector & District Magistrate, East Godavari, Joint Collector, East Godavari and Project Officer; I.T.D.A.Rampachodavaram had a meeting with the Representatives of Political parties, Sarpanches of submerging villages, Mandal Presidents of Rampachodavuram & Gangavaram Mandal Parishads, displaced families, NGOs working in the area and Press on 27-8-2004 at Revenue Divisional Office, Rampachodavaram. The Revenue Divisional Officer, Rampachodavaram, the Executive Engineer, Musurumilli Project Division, Rajahmundry, attended the meeting. The List of Officers, Representatives of political parties, Mandal Presidents, Sarpanches & Press etc., attended the meeting is appended. The Minutes of the meeting are as follows:

Firstly the District Collector addressed the invitees regarding the merits of the Bhupathipalem Reservoir, proposed for construction in Bhupathipalem village of Rampachodavaram Mandal creating an ayacut of Ac.23,100 besides providing drinking water facility to 45 villages in tribal area. The Dist.Collector read out the proposed Rehabilitation and Resettlement package component wise, in the full house of meeting, that is to be implemented for displaced families under the project, which indicates that the land value for the lands to be acquired under the provisions of Land Acquisation Act would be paid @Rs.35000/- per acre and for the lands covered by D-Form pattas, to be resumed would be offered Rs.13,000 per acre, that each house proposed to be constructed for each displaced family with an estimated cost of Rs.45,000/-. The crop

 yieldings would be assessed considering the yieldings come out in a year and the tree value would be paid as below. 1 .Cashew Plants Rs. 162-00 per each

 The Collector further announced that the displaced would be paid Rs.2000/- towards transport charges, Rs.4500/- towards subsistence allowance, Rs.1200 towards cattle maintenance, Rs.600/- towards the cost of smokeless chullahs, Rs.7000/- towards Land Development, Rs.6000/- towards Productive PAG Grant, Rs.8000/- towards Productive Grant for Major Male & Female and Rs.3000/- towards Vocational Training cost.

The Collector informed the persons who attended the meeting that

the displaced shall be rehabilitated at their respective villages only to the

extent jjutisiim;. Tuc Collector was pleased to place the R&R plan before

the full house of the meeting and invited suggestions.   Sri D.Subbarao,

representing the Communist Party, informed that the displaced from four

villages  viz.,   Gandhinagaram,  Kothapakalu,  Geddada,  Bhupathipalem

are of view that   there would be submergence of more villages than that

are already notified. He has further opined on behalf of displaced Tribals

that the displaced persons  desire to have  a neutral  survey  in  their

presence, since they are not satisfied with the Survey conducted by the

 Revenue & Irrigation authorities. He is of view thai the authorities had to consider the full life yieldings of the trees for computing the compensation to be paid to the trees fallen in the line of submerged area, lie has requested the R&R Plan implementing Agency to enhance the land compensation under the project. He has further requested on behalf of the displaced that the Rehabilitation Colonies proposed for displaced should be taken at the lands situated near by the submerged villages respectively.

For this, the District Collector answered the invitees that there would not be any objection for conduct of neutral Survey as requested by the displaced and explained the F.R.L contour of the reservoir. The Collector also promised the computation of value of trees shall be determined as per the rules in vogue. The Collector emphasized in the meeting that the displacement of affected families under Bhupathipalem Reservoir shall only be done, after implementing the lull-fledged approved R&R Plan to the affected families. The Collector informed the meeting that the Rehabilitation may be taken up at China Geddada, Chilakamamidi, Rampachodavaram, Foulks peta etc., villages of Rampachodavaram Mandal with the acceptance of the PAP.

Smt. Sarapu Akkamma, a political Representative from Telugu Desam Party opined in the meeting;.that the displaced are loosing their Traditional Culture, forest depended livelihood etc., due to the construction of the reservoir. She represented on behalf of affected displaced that the Authorities should provide employment to the Tribal youth pertaining to the submerged area.

For this the Collector informed the meeting that the local cadre posts if any shall be given preference to the tribal youth as per rules. The

Sri G.Chandra Rao, a Representative from NGO "GIRIJANA PAVURAM" alleged that the monetary and other benefits received by the displaced in Surampalem Reservoir were mis-used by NGOs and Revenue Authorities and requested the Collector to inform the lumpsum installments of compensation payable to the displaced is to be placed before the affected persons well in advance. The Collector replied that the R&R Plan drawn for Bhupathipalem Reservoir shall be worked <>ui family wise and component wise.

The Sarpancll of Nellipudi Grampanchayat suggested the District. Administration to propose an attractive LIC Policy to the affected displaced by making enhancement of compensation. The Collector appreciated the suggestion.

Sri E.Venkatesh, a Representative from Adivasi Aikya Vedhika alleged severely that the R&R Plan pertaining to Surampalem Reservoir was not yet implemented and the lands for which pattas were given, were also not given possession physically and the displaced were facing much hardships.

Sri P.Trinadharao, a Representative from Laya NGO requested the District. Administration that, the Pamuleru Waters should not be diverted to Bhupathipalem Reservoir and the waters of Bhupathipalem Reservoir should not be provided to plain area. He further requested the District Administration  to provide land to land compensation along the Canal bund of the Reservoir, so as to the affected displaced can utilize the waters of the Reservoir for their lands assigned which avoid hardships to the tribals. He requested the Collector to kindly consider the outcome yielding of trees during its lifespan and accordingly compensate the tree loosers.   He   suggested   to   explain,, the   development   package,   ITDA Schemes   to   the   displaced.   He   has   further   suggested   to   make   the

 displaced free for conduct of people survey and a Supervisory Committee with the displaced and Govt. Officers be constituted for further verification on the such Peoples Survey and the displaced tribals be allowed to offer their opinion in regard to R&R Plan and the same shall have to be finalized. He further requested the District Administration to consider the G.O.64, PR Act., Other recent guidelines of Govt. of India for awarding compensation to the affected displaced families. The District Collector while answering stated that proper compensation shall be paid to the displaced by taking into consideration the very best guidelines issued by the: Government; and also necessary Supervisory Committee shall be constituted as desired. The Collector further assured that the non-flow of Pamuleru waters waste and to plain area. The Collector reiterated the drawing of M.O.U. for entering by the displaced as was promised above.

Smt T.Rathnabai, Ex. MLA, Yellavaram revealed in the meeting

that she is very happy with the Bhupathipalem Reservoir Project to be

constructed in this ITDA area and there is no objection from Congress

Party. She sought for proper supervision over the implementation of R&R

Plan and felt necessary of interaction with the affected displaced families

by the Govt.

The rate will be decided nnil acquire lands either from non Irihals or Irihals those who ;uv having, more lh;in 5 anvs of land wilh settlement Putta, Joint Collector said. CIM (ML) leader has brought to the notice of Joint Collector that, lands are available with non-tribals of Gangavaram mandalam. To examine and acquire the lands from villages of Gangavaram numdal. Joint Collector constituted a committee with CPI (ML) party leader Tanya. All India Farmers Coolie organi/alion District President Raja Rao, Kothapakala, VSS chairman Pallala Latchi Reddy, Velugu APD (land) M.Jyolhi, RDO P.Chiranjeevi, and Gangavaram MRO. This committee will visit these villages within four clays and shall submit a report regarding acquisition of land.

Joint Collector said that Pakka houses valued 50,000 will be constructed and given to the displaced persons. Raga Rao, Tanya asked the Joint Collector to allot Rs.60,000 per house due to hike in transportation charges and material cost. Joint Collector said a house at the cost of Rs.50,000 will be constructed and shown as model. He explained the compensation details to the victims who are loosing trees. He said, based on gardens position compensation will be paid in three categories. For the first category Rs.15000/- per Ac for the excessive productive trees. Second category Rs.l 1680/- per Ac and for the 3rd category Rs. 10,2007- per Ac.

Regarding Tamarind Tree, for 'A' grade tree Rs.2825. for TV grade tree Rs.2275 at for *C" grade tree Rs.l725 will be paid as compensation. Joint Collector suggested that a committee on trees compensation will be constituted with Raja Rao, Tanya, Velugu AIM) (land) MJyothi, Kothapakala VSS Chairman Latchi Reddy, Project Horticulture Officer and Rampachodavaram MRO. They will conduct a survey on trees and shall submit report within four days, he added.

Raja Rao, Tanya asked the Joint Collector for providing employment to the unemployees who passed 10lh and Intermediate in submersion villages. Joint Collector said, preference will be given to the eligible tribal candidates for the posts of Lascars etc, allotted to these agencies through this project. The requirment of Homeguards will also be examined. The rights on fishing in the reservoir will be provided to the tribals, he added. The Joint Collector said that co-operative-societies will be constituted and fishes will be supplied through ITDA. regarding giving of pattas in the name of both husband and wife jointly, he said only the pattas will be given in the name of ladies only, and they can affix the photos of both on pattas.

The right on fishing in the reservoir can be given to the tribals co-operative societies with the beneficiaries will be formed and try for fishes development through I.T.D.A, he said. In this meeting Dowlaiswaram Irrigation Executive Engineer S.Rambabu, Deputy Executive Engineer M.Prasad, Rampachodavaram , MRO Ramprasad, Pcdagcddada serpanch Chadala Venkata Roddy the victims of Kothapakala village have participated.

Rampachodavaram Nov.24 (news today) :- The displaced persons said the project can be constructed only after implementation of rehabilitation package. The Joint Collector M. Danakishore discussed with the displaced persons on the demands of opposing committee on Wednesday in Gandhinagaram near Rampachodavaram. Before that the D.S.I'., Rampachodavaram velavala Satyanarayana, RDO, P.Chiranjeevi, have asked the displaced persons to come for discussions with Joint Collector in PMRC, Rampachodavarm. But. the displaced persons denied it and hence, the meeting was convened in Ganghinagaram. The convenor, Bluipalhipalem Reservoir construction opposing committee Sri '1'urram Venkateswarlu Dora has explained their demands in the meeting. Joint Collector has informed that the Government have decided that Bhupathipalem is the convenient place for construction of the project and it cannot be changed in any way. To minimi/.e the loss due the construction of this project and derive more benefit is the main intention of the Government, he has stated. For the family of displaced person, 2 acres of land and land loosers will be given lands as compensation, the Joint Collector added. The displaced persons brought to the notice of Joint Collector about the availability of land in Ram pa village. If there is undisputed land with settlement patta, the government is ready to purchase and give it to the displaced persons. He urged the displaced persons to constitute a committee with 10 members to review the position. The displaced persons said that there are some differences in the list of houses under submersion of Chinageddada village as announced by the Government. The Joint Collector informed that on this issue, resurvey will be conducted and estimate the loss. Every Tribal having 5th standard in the displaced families are to be provided with employment opportunity either in project or in other government departments, they asked, The preference for employment in the project to the displaced Tribals will be given to those who are qualified. Insurance facility for Rs. 1 lakh to the displaced Tribals was also asked in the meeting. After discussing willi the I.T.DA, Project Officer, the issue of group insurance scheme will be examined, the Joint collector said. Compensation for productive trees will be paid as per rules inforce and the demands in this regard if any will be brought to the government, the Joint Collector said. The victims asked for sanctity to the displaced committees and this will come only after agreement on demands, the Joint Collector said. The demands, of the victims will be brought to the notice of the District Collector, the Joint Collector added. In the meeting Irrigation Executive Engineer S.Rambabu, C.I. S.V.S. Murthy, MRO, Rampachodavaram, MPTC member Varalakshmi and other departmental officials have participated.

Rampachodavarm, Nov.24 (knn) :- The family of displaced person, whether they arc having land or not will be given 2 acres of land, the Joint Collector M. Danakishore said. The Joint Collector reviewed on rehabilitation package on Wednesday in Gandhinagaram of Rampachodavaram mandal with the displaced persons of Gandhinagaram, Bhupathipalem & Chinageddada villages. A memorandum with 20 demands on rehabilitation package was submitted to the Joint Collector by the displaced persons. The issue of giving lands to the displaced persons who lost lands will he implemented (he joint colleelor said. For this, the survey in Foxpet, Lakkonda, Pedagarlapadu villages was already conducted, the Joint Collector said. As the displaced persons are not willing to go to Gangavaram mandalam. and the issue of lands available in Rampa village was brought to the notice of the Joint Collector.

The Joint collector have suggested to examine the lands and if there is undisputed lands having clear settlement will be acquired and distributed among the displaced persons. The displaced persons asked 60,000'for thatched house 1,00,000, for tiled house and 1,60,000 for building in the form of cash. Besides this, they asked the Government, for distribution of lands and construction of houses with estimated value of 3 lakhs . For this the, Joint Collector said that the Government will construct the houses with the cost of 50,000 and distribute among the displaced persons. The compensation for the loss of building houses will be estimated and given to them. It is the intention of the Government to commence the construction of the project immediately, for this the joint collector requested the co-operation of the displaced persons. The displaced persons said that first of all, rehabilitation package is to be implemented and then only the necessary steps for construction ol'the project are to be taken. The Joint Collector said, the matter will be brought to the notice of the District Collector. New Democracy District Secretary P.Tanya, AIK MS District president S.Raja Rao have participated in the discussions.They asked to pay compensation for trees based on its value instead of Grades as fixed earlier. They asked 20,000 per acre for Jcedimamidi, and 3500 per each tamarind tree. It is brought Id the notice of the Joinl ('ollccloi lluil lands ol piindigimla should not IK.' given as compensation to the displaced persons and it is denied to give Homewards posts to Trihals of displaced villages, Tanya asked to give dukkiteddulu to tribals. For this the Joint collector promised to give through ITDA. It was accepted to give 20.000 per acre of Jecdimamidi , 2,725 per each tamarind tree and one quintal of rice to the displaced persons, Joint Collector announced.

On Thursday speaking to news reporters. Executive Engineer APSIDC N. Saibabu informed that repairs and renovation are completed to 9 Lift irrigation schemes in agency division and water released to irrigate an ayacut oi'12()0 ac.He envisaged that, in 1995-96, 29 lift irrigation schemes have been completed and handed over to farmer committees, but due to lack of maintenance and not paying of user charges, the schemes have become unuseful. The government in July of last year, issued orders duly releasing funds to reform and make the scheme in useful conditions, the 503 schemes taken up throughout the state will come under this purview , the Executive Engineer reiterated. He said out of 29 schemes in agency, in the first phase 9 schemes have been taken up for renovation and completed. He said, the repair works of I.Polavaram, Gandhinagaram. Musurumalli 1.2 phases pandrapolu. Kota, Sararnpeta, Jagarampalli, Kirrabu schemes have been completed. He said that the schemes of Mulapadu of Devipatnam mandalam, Manturu are left over. Even though, they

are repaired, we can not keep in use, since these are taken up in wells of Godavari previously.

It was decided to take up and improve command area as Major schemes with the help

of NABARD. For the above 9 schemes, Govt. allotted 27,20,000. He has also informed that

an amount of Rs.5,00,000 is required for renovation of the schemes in Kindra, Jagalaihota,

and the same has been informed to P.O., ITDA.

In the district 300 posts are announced, if required 100 posts will be given to them who passed Xth class, the Joint collector said.

Joint collector said Dukkiteddlu will be given through schemes in ITDA.lt was already agreed to give 2 Ac. Of land to all PAPs both land owners and landless people and in addition land to land to the land owners, he stated. Joint collector said it was accepted by the Dist. Collector to give 20,000 to one acre of Jeedimamidi and for one tamarind tree, it was accepted to give Rs.2,725 and one quintal of rice.

No discussions were took place between the displaced persons and officials except the people waiting for officials and vice - versa and the issue was not settled. The authorities have arranged a meeting on 911 in Gandhinagaram village to discuss the demands of displaced persons. MRO C'.V. Ramprasad has informed to the villagers of Gandhinagaram. Chinageddada, Bhupathipalem and told them to get ready for discussion by 2PM on Thursday. The villagers were ready by 1 PM in Gandhinagaram and waited for authorities. The J.C M.Danakishorc had discussions wilh displaced Tribals of Kothapakala and leaders of All India farmers coolie organisation who already arrived by 12 Noon in PMRC, Rampachodavarm.

The District Collector Dr. Jawahar Rcddy had also discussions after coming to agreement on the problems and demand of Kothapakala villagers. After lunch break, on having talk on Bhuapthipalem and others issues, the District Collector, Joint Collector and ITDA, Project Officer reached (iandhinagaram. The displaced persons waited uplo 3.30 I'M and returned back to their houses duly stating that we can not wait for officers, without attending to our normal works. Though, ii was informed dial the MKO, District Collector and other officials leave Rampachodavarm and they arrive here in five minutes, they have not listened to this and returned back to their houses.

MRO also discussed with Reservoir construction opposing committee Chairman Turram Venkateswara Rao. They informed the position to the District Collector, who is another way, since there is no result in this.

The District Collector ordered the RDO. C'hiranjeevi. MRO Ramprasad to go lo the village of Gandhinagaram and bring the people for Gramsabha. The District Collector suggested to call for the people through the TAMUKU. Though the Collector, J.C and other officials tried to talk with the villagers, no positive response is noticed. The people waited for one and half an hour and returned back to their houses duly stating that nothing we can do in this respect. Since committee Chairman Turram Venkateswara Rao and others stayed away from the meeting. The officials waited there for long time.

The District Collector observed the survey polls fixed by Irrigation authorities beyond 2 Km around the houses from vagu and know the position with the help of maps and through irrigation authorities. After observing all these, the District Collector came to the conclusion that water will not enter Gandhinagaram village.

After some time, the District Collector and other officials came to village and waited for an hour for villagers. The villagers have not come forward to the discussions and doing
