AFFIDAVIT FILED ON BEHALF OF THE PETITIONER
I, Dr. P. Sivaramakrishna, son of late Venkatanarsaiah, Hindu, aged about 55 years. Director. 'SAKTI', a voluntary social organization. Rampachodavaram. presently resident of 1 lyderabad. do hereby solemnly and sincerely affirm and state as follows:

1.         I am the Director of the 2nd Petitioner organization and as such I am well acquainted
with the facts of the case. I am authorized to file this affidavit on behalf of 1M petitioner organization also which is also working for the welfare of tribals in Paderu area covering 11 tribal Mandals and 5 sub-plan Mandals of Visakhapatnam district. 1 am filing this petition representing the interest of public in general and tribes people living in Scheduled Areas of East Godavari and Visakhapatnam in particular. I submit that we filed the above Writ Petition seeking of Writ of Mandamus declaring Sec.242D of the A.P. Panchayat Raj Act, 1994 as unconstitutional and void as it violates Sec.4 of the Provisions of Panchayat Raj (Extension to the Scheduled Areas) Act 1996 and 243M(4)(b) of the Constitution of India and consequently hold all the elections to the Z.P.T.Cs. and M.P.T.Cs. held in 2006 under the said Section and Rules made there under as illegal and void. The above Writ Petition came up for consideration before the Hon'ble Court on 22.6.06 and this Hon'ble Court directed us to file additional Affidavit indicating the list of members of the Petitioners' organizations. Hence, this Affidavit is being filed for consideration by the Hon'ble Court.
2.          I submit that 1st Petitioner's Society was registered as Society No.938 of 2003 and it consists of 21  NGOs who are the members of the Society.    It has an Executive body consisting of 9 members having the designation of President, Vice-Prcsident, Secretary. Joint Secretary, Treasurer and 4 Executive Members.   A copy of the rules and regulations of the Society are also herewith filed.    The member Societies themselves are individual Non-Governmental Organisations having separate members who are having voting rights under the Panchayat Raj system.  The 2nd Petitioner's Society is also registered as a Society under Registration No.76/85 during 2005-06 and it consists of 12 members including 7 members of Office bearers.    The Office bearers consist of President, Vice-President, Secretary. Joint Secretary, Treasurer   and 2 members.   The list of Office bearers and members is enclosed herewith.
3.          I submit that the Petitioners’   Societies have no political affiliations with any registered political party and the present Writ Petition is filed in order to enable the politically aware tribals to participate in the grass-root level democracy.   The present issue raised in the Writ Petition has not come to the notice of the Petitioners as the Respondents have not violated the rule of reservation in the earlier round of elections whereas in the present round of elections, in 7 out of 11 Z.P.T.Cs. in Scheduled Area of Visakhapatnam District were reserved for non-tribals making the participation of tribals in Zilla Parishads in Visakhapatnam District a mockery. Similarly, in other Scheduled Areas also proper representation was not given to the tribals so as to enable them to represent in Zilla Parishads from out of the constituencies in the Scheduled Areas. This anomaly made us to study the rule position and approach this Hon'ble Court for redressal of the grievance. 1 submit that the Respondents have made reservations at the last minute and it took some time to percolate the information to the organization level and thus there was a delay in approaching this Hoir ble Court in the midst of election process.

4. I submit that the above Writ Petition was filed bonafide in the tribal interest and this Hon'ble Court may consider the above facts while taking up the above Writ Petition for consideration.
For all the aforesaid reasons, it is, therefore prayed that this Hon'ble Court may be pleased to consider this additional Affidavit along with the Writ Petition and pass such further and other orders as this Hon'ble Court may deem fit in the circumstances of the case.
